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College Essay Draft

Your college essay will demonstrate your ability to organize your thoughts and express yourself. It will also help colleges get to know you better as a person and as a student. Write an essay of approximately 300-500 words on either a topic of your choice or on one of the options listed below. 

If you intend to apply to a school that does not use the Common Application, please obtain a copy of their application (usually available online) and select one of their essay topics.

Guidelines:

· This essay MUST be typed. 

· Use Times New Roman 12 point font and double space. 

· All margins should be set at 1”.

Essay Topics:

a) Evaluate a significant experience, achievement, risk you have taken, or ethical dilemma you have faced and its impact on you.

b) Discuss some issue of personal, local, national, or international concern and its importance to you.

c) Indicated a person who has had a significant influence on you, and describe that influence.

d) Describe a character in fiction, a historical figure, or a creative work (as in art, music, science, etc.) that has had an influence on your, and explain that influence.

e) A range of academic interests, personal perspectives, and life experiences adds much to the educational mix. Given your personal background, describe an experience that illustrates what you would bring to the diversity in a college community, or an encounter that demonstrated the importance of diversity to you.

f) Topic of your choice.
