Students who are enrolled in the preschool 3 program DO NOT have
to re-register for preschool 4. However, they must verify
residency.

Each Private Provider will have 1 preschool 4 year old class.
All other preschool 4 year old classes will be in district classes.

Pre-K 3 Families will complete a survey in March, ranking their
choices for preschool 4.

All students enrolled in Pre-K 3 are guaranteed a spot at ECDC or
the elementary school buildings for Pre-K 4, however we will
review parent’s requests (via the survey) and attempt to
accommodate placements as much as possible.



e The district carries a Preschool Waitlist each year.
We strictly adhere to the following attendance policy.

If your child accumulates 10 consecutive
unexcused absences at any given point during
the school year, he/she will be removed from
the program and your child’s place will be
offered to a child on the waiting list.
