Life Line Project

You will create a time line of your life highlighting the most important and most influential moments in your young life. We will look into the past and then into the future to see where you think you will be going. We will then create a timeline that will allow you to asses these things that are important to you and connect them through your life span.

Directions

1. Create a time line

2. On the time line you will note 20 important events in your life

a. 10 of the 20 events should be events/things that have happened that have had a great impact on your life.(Note the approximate month and year that they happened on the time line and create a title for what happened)
b. For the second set of 10 events you will hypothesize ten events/things that will happen to you that will have an impact on your life. (Only note the approximate year that it will happen and create a title for the event)

c. Create two keys. One explains the importance of each event that has happened and why it had and impact on you. The second explains each event that will happen and why it will make an impact on you. 

3. THINGS TO REMEMBER
a. Time line needs to be broken into equal parts (ex. yearly, every 2 years, monthly, etc.)

b. The only thing on the time line is the dot/marker, the date and the title. The explanation of the events will be done on separate paper.

c. There are 2 keys. The title of the first is THINGS THAT HAVE HAPPENED and the title of the second is THINGS THAT WILL HAPPEN. The keys are each done on separate paper and will include the date, the title and your explanation.(May be handwritten or typed) Remember each key should be in chronological order. 

d. You may have more than one event that happens in the same year. Dates are approximates. 
You will be given time in class to work on the events as well as the time line. The time line should be as creative as possible (and school appropriate) you may use pictures, make drawings, etc. 

I will hold onto your timelines until we are done with the unit on Developmental Psychology. At that time, I will give you back your timelines and ask the question “Do you want to change (add, delete, amend) anything on your time line as a result of studying the developmental life span” In order to do this second part the first part must not only be done but done with thought and care.
