Parenthetical:  In your paper you will be citing sources to show that you are using someone else’s ideas.  To cite parenthetically, include the author’s last name and the page number in parentheses at the end of each fact, before the period.  There are no commas in between words and numbers.
 

Sample Citations:

· Book with one author: (Wall 5). 

· Book with more than one author: (Wall, Smith 5). 

· Website citation: Last name (Jones) OR if no author (“Title of website”).
