American Flag Notes
· A symbol of the United States
· 13 stripes on the flag represent the original 13 colonies

· 50 stars on the flag represent our 50 states

· Rules for displaying the flag:

· Should never touch the ground, floor, or water

· Should only be flown from sunrise to sunset, unless it’s spotlighted

· Should never be written on or treated disrespectfully in any way (desecrated)

· Should never be dipped to honor any one person or thing

· When flown at half-staff (half way on the flag pole) means we are in a state of mourning (sadness)

· The Pledge of Allegiance and the Star-Spangled Banner were written to honor both our flag and nation.

· Star-Spangled Banner (national anthem) was written during the War of 1812
