INTRODUCTION TO AP CHEMISTRY CLASS

 Welcome to Chemistry class!!!
 The aims and goals of Advanced Placement Program are:  to expose students to college-

level experiences; to help students develop critical literacy skills and higher order thinking; to 

enrich content knowledge for students; to help students develop a strong work ethic through academic rigor; to build students' confidence in their academic abilities; to help students perform successfully on the AP tests.

Course Description:
In keeping with the objectives of the College Board, students enrolled in AP Chemistry will cover content equivalent to what is presented in two semesters of college general chemistry. Upon successful completion of this course and achievement of a satisfactory score on the AP Chemistry Examination, students may have the opportunity to receive general chemistry credits or place out of general chemistry classes and move into more advanced science courses during

their first years in college.

The course content includes: qualitative and quantitative aspects of matter, atomic structure, the design of the periodic table of elements, chemical formulas, bonding, chemical reactions, stoichiometry problems, thermodynamics, the Kinetic theory, Acid –Base Chemistry, the nature of solutions , equilibrium, Electro Chemistry and Organic Chemistry.
Throughout both semesters of AP Chemistry, an emphasis will be placedupon problem solving skills, descriptive chemistry, development and use of models to explain chemical principles, and the prediction of products in chemical reactions. The skills and content offered in this course along with those in the laboratory and review components have been chosen to adequately prepare students for the AP Chemistry Examination and future success in college science

courses.

Course Requirements:

· You must have your covered textbook in class every day.

               (Text book:  Chemistry : The Central Science by Theodore Brown)

·   Each student MUST have a three ring binder as your notebook.  Each day you will be receiving a number of papers that will be organized in a table of contents, which will be handed out by your teacher.

·   Scientific calculator

·  A pen or a pencil is required every day. (Blue and Black color only)

· Any other equipment required in class room such as ruler, eraser etc.
