The Boston Massacre (March 5, 1770)
Drawn by Paul Revere (a Patriot)
Small group of colonists began harassing a group of British soldiers (Redcoats) – throwing snowballs, cursing, etc.

Shots are fired and five colonists lay dead 
· Including Crispus Attucks, who was probably a former runaway slave 

· Considered by many to be the first death of the Revolutionary War
John Adams 

· Defends the 8 soldiers 

· 6 were innocent and 2 were guilty of manslaughter

_______________________________________________________
Massacre 

· the act of killing a large number of usually helpless human beings 
Propaganda

· A message that is meant to influence people’s ideas, opinions, or actions in a certain way
