Class participation/preparation is an important element of our language arts class.  The class participation/preparation grade counts for 30% of each marking period grade.  The grade is based on three main categories:

1. Involvement 

2. Respect
3. Contributions 
1. Involvement:

· Consistently stay on task and prepared
· Ready to engage in classroom activities
· Ability to work efficiently in small groups or with a partner

· Volunteers to answer questions, read aloud, etc.

2. Respect:

· Respects boundaries and rules
· Listen actively and attentively to others
· Avoid all personal attacks or comments

· Open to receive and give constructive feedback 

· Displays self control 

3. Contributions
· Contribute on a regular basis

· Contributions and questions are relevant and enhance the discussion

· Speaks clearly making reference to specific texts 

· Avoid digression, repetition, and extraneous questions that are off topic

Calculating the participation portion of your grade:
The A Student:
· Consistently demonstrates almost all of the identified traits in all three categories without prompting. 
· Recognized for positive contributions, thoughtfulness, and leadership.

The B Student:

· Often demonstrates all of the identified traits in all three categories. 
· Often volunteers a response or contributes meaningful comments when prompted. 

· Recognized as a thoughtful and responsible member of the class.

The C Student:

· Fails to meet several criteria, or is severely lacking in one. 

· May be well meaning, but does not maintain a serious level of involvement in the class. 
· Does not interfere with the learning of others, but does not contribute to the learning process.
The D Student:

· Fails to meet several criteria.
· Not concerned with the necessity to contribute to class discussions.
· A hindrance to meaningful focused work.
The F Student:

· Often inattentive

· Hinders work efforts of others

· Demonstrates indifference 

· Disrespectful to teacher or peers
