Correlations- show the relationship between two variables. REMEMBER: Correlations DO NOT show cause and effect.

Positive Correlation- both variable move in the same direction (up or down)

Example: the more we study the better are grades- both go up BUT the less we study the lower our grades, both go down. Both of these examples are positive correlations

Negative Correlation- one variable moves up and one variable goes down. 

Example: The more I brush my teeth the less the amount of cavities. One goes up the other goes down, this is a negative correlation.
