The Daily Prophet has interviewed some of the most influential witches and wizards of our time to find out their memories of that infamous day.  Professor Minerva McGonagall, Deputy Headmistress of Hogwarts School and head of Gryffindor House, recalls when Harry was dropped off at his only surviving relatives’ house.  She predicted Harry would be a legend in his own time. I am so proud of Har-ryyy.”  Hagrid could not continue the interview because he was sobbing, blowing his nose into a handkerchief as large as a parachute.

Now that Harry has rejoined the wizarding community, he will experience his first “Harry Potter Day” surrounding by friends at Hogwarts.  It should be a magical day for all!  “To Harry Potter – the boy who lived!” [Source:  J,K. Rowling p 17]
