Divisibility Rules

2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 9, 10 and 12
· Divisor – A whole number that divides a given number leaving zero as a remainder
Rule for 2 –if the number is an EVEN number, then the number is divisible by 2.

Rule for 3 – If the sum of the digits are divisible by 3, then the number is divisible by 3.

Rule of 4 – If the last two digits in the number are divisible by 4, then the number is divisible by 4.

Rule of 5 – If the last digit in a number is a 0 or 5, then the number is divisible by 5.

Rule of 6 – If the rule for 2 and the rule for 3 works for the number, then the number is divisible by 6.

Rule of 9 – If the sum of the digits is divisible by 9, then the number is divisible by 9.

Rule of 10 – If the number ends with a 0, then the number is divisible by 10. 
Rule of 12 – If the rule for 3 and the rule for 4 works for the number, then the number is divisible by 12.
