Factors of a Number
A factor is a number that we multiply with another number to get a product.

The product is the answer to a multiplication problem.

For example:

Let’s use the number sentence 2 x 3 = 6

The number 2 is a factor

The number 3 is a factor
The number 6 is the product

Factor Pairs:

When we find the product of a number, we use two factors.  These two factors are called, factor pairs.

Example:

12 = (3x4) -> factor pair

12 = (6x2) -> factor pair

12 = (1x12) -> factor pair

· 3 is a factor of 12 and 4 is a factor of 12, but they must be linked with each other to create the product.  That’s why they are pairs!!!
