Big Idea:  The Industrial Revolution changed the way people lived and worked.
Directions: 
Use the information from Chapter 19 Section 1 to decide on the images for a backdrop that represents important events, people or ideas associated with the Industrial Revolution changing the way people lived and worked.  

Draw or paint or cut and paste these images on paper no larger than 8 ½ by 11 inches.  Groups must incorporate a brief cause –and-effect diagram on their page analyzing the event, the Industrial Revolution changing the way people lived and worked.  
You will have two days to identify important events, people or ideas associated with the Big Idea, selecting or creating images, outlining the cause-and-effect relation of your events, people or ideas with regards to the Big Idea; and preparing your living timeline page.  

Groups will present then tape their living timeline page to wall on Monday, February 4th.
