Order of Operations – Math Notes
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 (PEMDAS)

The order of operations is a method that we use to make sure we solve an equation with more than one operation.  We have to go in ORDER!!!!  Here are the steps:
1.  Parenthesis - (  )
2.  Exponents - 44
3.  Multiplication and Division (Left to Right)

4.  Addition and Subtraction (Left to Right)
“Please excuse my dear Aunt Sally!!”
When using the rules for the order of operations, if you only have addition and subtraction in your problem, just compute the information going from left to right.

For example:

4-3+2+8-1 = 10

The same thing goes for multiplication and division:

For example:

5*4 / 2 = 10
