Unit Content Vocabulary

Partisan Politics

Definition:

Is the intense competition of political groups or political factions with opposing ideas and opposing beliefs.  The opposing parties usually find it very difficult to compromise.  

Connection to unit:

· The Federalist Party ideological competition with the Democratic Republican Party during Washington’s and Adams’ presidencies.

· Role/purpose of political parties
Foreign Policy

Definition:  

How a nation’s deal with other nations to achieve an objective (economic, ideological, cultural)

Connection to Unit:

· Washington’s idea to trade with other nations but not get involve politically nations.  Stay isolated.  Washington declared America’s neutrality.
· Treaties
· Embargos
· War

Nullification Theory

Definition:  A political theory espoused by Thomas Jefferson in The Virginia and Kentucky resolution in response to the Federalists passing Alien and Sedition Act.  The theory stated that state governments could unilaterally (i.e., on their own) chose not to enforce any federal laws that they (the states) deem unconstitutional or beyond the power of the federal government.

Election of 1800

Define: Jefferson and Burr, Democratic Republican running against Adams, Federalist. Tie between Jefferson and Burr. Hamilton broke tie by arranging for Jefferson to get the winning vote.  Led to Constitution amendment of electoral college.

Impressment
Definition:  Kidnapping sailors to sail/fight for another country.  British kidnapping american sailors.  Contributed to the War of 1812, between Great Britain and America.

· Caused the Embargo Act of 1807.

Embargo Act:

Definition:  Halted trade between America and Europe.  Jefferson’s Idea.

· Hurt united States Economy 
· Led to increased manufacturing in America
